Doris Miller Elementary School is located in the Tierrasanta/Murphy Canyon area of San Diego.
Most of our students live in the surrounding military housing. There are a few nonresident students attend-
ing through district’s Open Enrollment Program or special education program.

Miller Elementary places great emphasis on ensuring that all students acquire the necessary skills to
be proficient readers, writers, listeners, speakers, and mathematicians. Students are encouraged to read and
write at home on a regular basis. Teachers continue to receive intense training in literacy, mathematics, and
science.

Thus, our goal is to make sure that
students who are new to the school quickly acquire necessary literacy and math skills to achieve grade-
level standards.

District
curriculum materials, instructional strategies and supports, professional development, and student assess-
ments are aligned with state standards and focused on ensuring that every student has access to a high-
quality, rigorous, and engaging instructional program.

Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program

(Grades 2—11), spelling (Grades 2—8), and science (Grades 9—11). Beginning in 2005, the NRT tests reading/language arts, spelling, and mathemat-
ics in Grades 3 and 7 only, and no longer test science in any grade. To protect student privacy, “—" is used in the following tables instead of the
percentage when the number of students tested is 10 or less in that category.
