
PrincipalÕs Statement 
 

Kumeyaay Elementary School opened in 1994 and is located in the northern part of the Tierrasanta com-
munity of San Diego. This “Island in the Hills,” as the community is known, is made up of middle-income 
single-family houses, townhouses, and apartments. Of the approximately 470 students who attend 
Kumeyaay, 58.5 percent are residents. Each year, Kumeyaay receives hundreds of applications from fami-
lies living in other parts of the city who want their children to attend Kumeyaay through the programs of 
the district’s Office of School Choice. This year, 122 such students attend Kumeyaay. The diversity of our 
student body is exhibited through the 22 different languages spoken by our students. 

At Kumeyaay, community service and character education are important and are emphasized. Stu-
dents learn about the six character  traits of the “Kumeyaay Code.” They include responsibility, trustwor-
thiness, caring, respect, fairness, and citizenship. They have opportunities to demonstrate these traits by 
participating as a “Kumeyaay Ambassador” each morning or “Kindergarten Buddy” at lunch. Students, 
parents, and staff members show their community involvement by service projects such as providing ne-
cessities to victims of recent fires, our annual teddy bear drive for the Children’s Hospital, and clothing 
drive for students at our sister school, Adams Elementary. 

Kumeyaay provides an environment where our students can attain our vision: “Kumeyaay students 
will be lifelong learners whose skills and knowledge, along with strong positive character traits, will en-
able them to succeed throughout their schooling and in life.” 

 
Instruction and Curriculum 
 

The San Diego Unified School District Board of Education has formally adopted California State Board of 
Education-approved academic standards and curriculum frameworks for all subject areas. District curricu-
lum materials, instructional strategies and supports, professional development, and student assessments are 
aligned with state standards and focused on ensuring that every student has access to a high-quality, rigor-
ous, and engaging instructional program. A range of support opportunities is available for students needing 
additional assistance. 

The instructional program at Kumeyaay is centered around providing explicit instruction that meets 
the children at their point of need while addressing state standards in all academic areas. A range of support 
is available for students needing additional assistance. Our students receive an enriched curriculum by par-
ticipating in structured music and art programs that address the creative process, artistic technique, and 
knowledge of individual artists. They also attend our science enrichment program for hands-on science 
inquiry. We believe that a well-rounded education prepares our students for the challenges they will face 
throughout their lives. 

 
Opportunit ies for Parent Involvement 
 

Parents have many opportunities to be involved at their children’s school site (for example, govern-
ance committees, special events, fundraising events, parent organizations, and in classrooms) and at the 
district level (for example, district councils/committees, Parent University, and special events). We also 
encourage parents to support their children at home by making their expectations about school clear and 
creating a positive homework and learning environment. 

We at Kumeyaay Elementary are committed to obtaining community resources for our school and in-
vite all constituencies to assist us in the education of our students. 

Parents involvement is significant at Kumeyaay. Each year parents routinely provide over 2,600 hours 
of volunteer time in classrooms, on field trips, and at extracurricular activities. Parents can also become in-
volved at Kumeyaay by supporting the Parent Teacher Association, Fine Artist Program, Kumeyaay Foun-
dation, or School Site Council.

Academic Performance Index (API) 

The API is an annual measure of the academic performance and progress of schools in California. API scores range from 200 to 1,000, with a 
statewide API performance target of 800. Detailed information about the API can be found at the CDE Web site at www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/ap/.  

This table displays the school’s statewide and similar-schools API ranks. The statewide API rank ranges from 1 to 10. A statewide rank of 1 
means that the school has an API score in the lowest 10 percent of all schools in the state, while a statewide rank of 10 means that the school has an 
API score in the highest 10 percent of all schools in the state. The similar-schools API rank reflects how a school compares to 100 statistically 
matched “similar schools.” A similar-schools rank of 1 means that the school’s academic performance is in the lowest 10 percent of the 100 similar 
schools, while a similar-schools rank of 10 means that the school’s academic performance is in the highest 10 percent of the 100 similar schools. 
 

Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program 

Through the California STAR Program, students in Grades 2–11 are tested annually in various subjects. The California Standards Tests (CST) in-
clude English language arts and mathematics (Grades 2–11), grade-level science (Grades 5, 8, and 10), end-of-course science (Grades 9, 10, and 
11), and history–social science (Grades 8, 9, 10, and 11). To protect student privacy, “–” is used in the following tables instead of the percentage 
when the number of students tested is 10 or less in that category.

The complete SCHOOL ACCOUNTABILI TY REPORT CARD (SARC) may be obtained from the school or from the Internet (studata.sandi.net/research/ 
sarcs/). The complete SARC is roughly 14 pages long and provides information on enrollment, parent and community involvement, school safety and climate for 
learning, academic performance, class size, teachers and staffing, curriculum and instruction, and school finance. In addition, SARCs for secondary schools include 
dropout data and post-secondary preparation information (i.e., enrollment in courses that meet University of California or California State University entrance 
requirements, as well as Advanced Placement or International Baccalaureate programs; college test-preparation courses; and the degree to which students are pre-
pared to enter the workforce).
