Principal® Statement

Lee Elementary School is located in Paradise Hills, predominantly surrounded by single-family residences.
L ee has approximately 575 students, 28 classroom teachers, and two physica education prep time teachers.

Lee offers Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) GrlusterOclasses and specia education programs,
including three Integrated Life Skills (ILS) classes and two nonsevere special day classes (one for grades
188 and another for grades 4B6). In addition, we have one full-time resource speciaist, one part-time re-
source specialist, and two speech/language pathologists. We also have a physical therapist, an adaptive
physical education teacher, an occupational therapist, and a music therapist for selected ILS students. A
district counselor is on site two days a week. Approximately 27 percent of our students are English learn-
ers, and we offer Mainstream English Cluster and Sheltered English Immersion classes for these students.
Approximately 54 percent of our students receive free or reduced-price lunches.

Our mission is for Lee® staff, students, parents, and community members to work together to provide
a positive and challenging educational program that focuses on academic, emotional, and social develop-
ment. The school motto is GExcellence in Education.O

Instruction and Curriculum

The San Diego Unified School District Board of Education has formally adopted California State Board of
Education-approved academic standards and curriculum frameworks for al subject areas. District curricu-
lum materias, instructional strategies and supports, professional development, and student assessments are
aligned with state standards and focused on ensuring that every student has access to a high-quality, rigor-
ous, and engaging instructional program. A range of support opportunitiesis available for students needing
additiond assistance.

Lee provides a comprehensive instructiona program. Our staff is committed to the intellectual pro-
gress of dl students. Instruction is planned based on the needs of students. A variety of supports are avail-
able for students needing extra support. It is our expectation that through our efforts, students will be so-
phisticated critical thinkers and problem solvers.

Opportunities for Parent Involvement

Parents have many opportunities to be involved at their children® school site (for example, governance
committees, specia events, fundraising events, parent organizations, and in classrooms) and at the district
level (for example, district councils/committees, Parent University, and specia events).
