Principal®@ Statement

Longfellow School is a KEB Spanish immersion magnet school located in the Bay Park/Clairemont area of
San Diego. Our magnet program, which began in 1977, serves more that 650 children from all over San
Diego.

At Longfellow, al students receive a standards-based curriculum in al subject areas. Students are
immersed in Spanish for 100 percent of the school day during kindergarten and grade 1. In grade 2 stu-
dents start receiving approximately 90 minutes of English instruction on the minimum day only, with the
remaining instructional time continuing in Spanish. In grades 3E6 students receive approximately 75 min-
utes of English language arts instruction on regular school days and about 40 minutes on minimum days.
In grade 6, students receive instruction in Spanish in al subjects except for a block of English language
arts. In grades 7 and 8 the mgjority of the instructional day is in English, with the exception of the history
courses and Spanish language arts. Beyond the regular instructiona program at Longfellow we aso have
Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) classesin grades 3E8.

The mission of Longfellow® Spanish immersion magnet program is to provide a nurturing environ-
ment of academic excellence in order to help our students to develop into responsible, cross-cultural world
citizens, proficient in both Spanish and English and with an enriched understanding of themselves and oth-
ers. Our motto is, @ne who knows two languages enriches the world by two.O

Instruction and Curriculum

The San Diego Unified School District Board of Education has formally adopted California State Board of
Education-approved academic standards and curriculum frameworks for al subject areas. District curricu-
lum materials, instructional strategies and supports, professional development, and student assessments are
aligned with state standards and focused on ensuring that every student has access to a high-quality, rigor-
ous, and engaging instructional program. A range of support opportunities is available for students needing
additiona assistance.

Curriculum leadership is provided by the principal, vice principal, resource teacher, and teacher ex-
perts at our site. Twice amonth, staff conferences are held to support teachers. Throughout the school year,
various types of test data is looked at to determine the next stepsin moving students toward becoming pro-
ficient, and instructional planning by grade level.

Our staff, students, parents, community and educationa partners work together to provide a positive
and rigorous educational program. We encourage parent and community involvement as important tools to
ensure each student's academic success.

Opportunities for Parent Involvement

Parents have many opportunities to be involved at their children® school site (for example, governance
committees, speciad events, fundraising events, parent organizations, and in classrooms) and at the district
level (for example, district councils/’committees, Parent University, and special events). We aso encourage
parents to support their children at home by making their expectations about school clear and creating a
positive homework and learning environment.

We at Longfellow are committed to obtaining community resources for our school and invite all con-
stituencies to assist usin the education of our students.
