
PrincipalÕs Statement 
 

Rolando Park Elementary School opened in 1951 as part of the La MesaÐSpring Valley School 
District. With boundary changes, we became part of the San Diego Unified School District. We 
are proud of our history and the accomplishments of our students. Our mission is to create a 
school community where children learn the academic and social skills needed to be lifelong 
learners and responsible contributors to society. This is accomplished by shared decision mak-
ing among parents, staff, and community members and the schoolÕs emphasis on 
TEAMWORK: Together Everyone Achieves More. 

Our school operates on a traditional schedule and provides a comprehensive program with a 
strong literacy and mathematics focus. 

 
Instruction and Curriculum 
 

The San Diego Unif ied School District Board of Education has formally adopted California 
State Board of Education-approved academic standards and curriculum frameworks for all sub-
ject areas. District curriculum materials, instructional strategies and supports, professional de-
velopment, and student assessments are aligned with state standards and focused on ensuring 
that every student has access to a high-quality, rigorous, and engaging instructional program. A 
range of support opportunities is available for students needing additional assistance. 

We offer a balanced curriculum program aligned with state standards. The site administra-
tor visits classrooms on a daily basis. The site instructional leadership team meets frequently to 
plan and lead professional development for teachers based on the instructional needs of stu-
dents.  

Students in grades KÐ5 receive additional support in literacy from a credential teacher and 
as a result, classroom teachers receive teacher prep time once per week.   

We offer a PrimeTime before- and after-school program, and a PrimeTime academic sup-
port skills program. In addition, before- and after-school extended day reading and math classes 
are available for students who are at risk.   

 
Opportunit ies for Parent Involvement 
 

Parents have many opportunities to be involved at their childrenÕs school site (for example, gov-
ernance committees, special events, fundraising events, parent organizations, and in classrooms) 
and at the district level (for example, district councils/committees, Parent University, and spe-
cial events). We also encourage parents to support their children at home by making their expec-
tations about school clear and creating a positive homework and learning environment. 

We at Rolando Park Elementary are committed to obtaining community resources for our 
school and invite all constituencies to assist us in the education of our students. 

Parent involvement is strongly encouraged. There are many opportunities for parent to be-
come involved at the school including, working as noon duty supervisors, volunteering for 
schoolwide events, and in the classroom. Through two of our partnerships, the Joan Kroc Center 
and the Laubach Council on Literacy, English classes are provided for parents and community 
members twice a week and free of charge. Parents also serve on committees such the English 
Learner Advisory Committee and the School Site Council/Site Governance Team.

Academic Performance Index (API)

Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program 

Through the California STAR Program, students in Grades 2Ð11 are tested annually in various subjects. The California Standards Tests (CST) in-
clude English language arts and mathematics (Grades 2Ð11), grade-level science (Grades 5, 8, and 10), end-of-course science (Grades 9, 10, and 
11), and historyÐsocial science (Grades 8, 9, 10, and 11). To protect student privacy, ÒÐÓ is used in the following tables instead of the percentage 
when the number of students tested is 10 or less in that category.

Percentage of students achieving at the proficient or advanced levels (meeting or exceeding state standards): 

The complete SCHOOL ACCOUNTABILITY REPORT CARD (SARC) may be obtained from the school or from the Internet (studata.sandi.net/research/ 
sarcs/). The complete SARC is roughly 14 pages long and provides information on enrollment, parent and community involvement, school safety and climate for 
learning, academic performance, class size, teachers and staffi ng, curriculum and instruction, and school finance. In addition, SARCs for secondary schools include 
dropout data and post-secondary preparation information (i.e., enrollment in courses that meet University of California or California State University entrance 
requirements, as well as Advanced Placement or International Baccalaureate programs; college test-preparation courses; and the degree to which students are pre-
pared to enter the workforce).
