Monroe Clark Middle school is in its twelfth year of existence. Along with a new elementary school, li-
brary, community center, police station, shopping mal, community college satellite location, and town-
house complex, Clark Middle School is part of the revitalization of the City Heights community, one of the
most diverse and economically challenged areasin the City of San Diego.

Clark Middle School is part of a cutting-edge pilot program partnered with San Diego State Univer-
sity (SDSU), Price Charities, the San Diego Education Association (SDEA), and the San Diego Unified
School District. The City Heights Educational Pilot is a school-reform initiative. In 2005806, Clark Middle
School wrote arestructuring plan to strengthen studentsOacademic performance. With the help of teachers,
parents, and community members, the school has provided more support for English learners, Gifted and
Taented Education (GATE) program students, and has infused art into the core curriculum.

Over the past six years, Clark@ Qrital signsOcontinue to improve. Our community is more stable than
ever, our overall student achievement continues to improve in mathematics, reading, and science, and more
students attend school regularly. Our statewide Academic Performance Index ranking is 4 and our ranking
among Gimilar schoolsOis 10 (out of a possible 10)! We are proud of our accomplishments but cognizant
of the fact that we still have work to do.

Instruction and Curriculum

The San Diego Unified School District Board of Education has formally adopted California State Board of
Education-approved academic standards and curriculum frameworks for al subject areas. District curricu-
lum materials, instructional strategies and supports, professional development, and student assessments are
aligned with state standards and focused on ensuring that every student has access to a high-quality, rigor-
ous, and engaging instructional program.

The collaborative has introduced reform initiatives aimed at providing all students
with effective teaching, high-quality materials, rich learning environments, and increased access to heath
care.
