Principal’s Statement

Garfield High School was the first continuation/alternative high school in the United States, opening in
1929. We are now located in a state-of-the-art building on the campus of San Diego City College. The
school offers an educational program that includes high school and college classes for at-risk students 16
years of age or older. Some of the academic and support programs offered by Garfield include:

¥ The City Middle College program

¥ The High School Diploma Program (located at the Garfield campus and under the umbrella of the
district® Adult Education Program)

¥ The Qlay schoolOsetting, which offers small, student-centered classes for students able to attend
every day

¥ Operation Restart: A Contracted Learning Experience (ORACLE), an independent-study program

¥ California School Age Families Education (Cal-SAFE), a parenting and infant-development pro-
gram

¥ The Expectant Teen Classroom (ETC), a self-contained program for pregnant teens (which has no
minimum enrollment age)

The majority of Garfield students are enrolled in the Joint Diploma Program with City College. At
any given time, more than one-third of all Garfield students are enrolled in a college class, and approxi-
mately 85 percent of all students leave Garfield having completed at |east one college class.

Academic supports include the Advancement via Individual Determination (AVID) program, manda
tory college support classes, mandatory after-school college tutoring, and alow student-to-counselor ratio.

Instruction and Curriculum

The San Diego Unified School District Board of Education has formally adopted California State Board of
Education-approved academic standards and curriculum frameworks for all subject areas. District curricu-
lum materials, instructional strategies and supports, professional development, and student assessments are
aligned with state standards and focused on ensuring that every student has access to a high-quality, rigor-
ous, and engaging instructional program. A range of support opportunities is available for students needing
additiond assistance.

Garfield® academic program is developed from the California Education Code, district policy, Cali-
fornia state standards, and studentsOacademic and socio-emotional needs. The staff and leadership teams
work to coordinate all programs, which are aimed at students earning a high school diploma, earning col-
lege creditswhile at Garfield, and developing life skills and a career and academic plan.

Opportunities for Parent Involvement

Parents have many opportunities to be involved at their children(® school site (for example, governance
committees, specid events, fundraising events, parent organizations, and in classrooms) and at the district
level (for example, district councils/committees, Parent University, and specia events). We a so encourage
parents to support their children at home by making their expectations about school clear and creating a
positive homework and learning environment.
