As an AVID school, we provide a rigorous curriculum focused
on writing, inquiry, collaboration, and reading. Specific organizational strategies enable more studentsto be
successful at every level. All subjects are enhanced through the writing process and peer collaboration.
Block scheduling provides additional time on-task in al subjects. A strong advisory program provides
character development, anti-bullying strategies, strategies for positive interpersonal skills, and an opportu-
nity to develop aclose relationship between students and staff members.
